1. Call to order

2. Approval of agenda

7. Motion to approve guidelines for Interactive Voice and Forum Monitor Mandate
MOVED by Lee d’Anjou, seconded by Susan Davis, to approve Guidelines for Participation in
Interactive Voice and the Forum Monitor Mandate. CARRIED with two abstentions.

It serves as an
extension of the netiquette “rules” laid out in the email list guidelines.

Interactive Voice and the guidelines are intended for both English and French members.
